10. Report on wood burning curtailment ordinance under consideration by the City of Chico.

Councilmember Gruend! provided an overview of the City of Chico’s plan to adopt a mandatory wood burning
curtailment ordinance on poor air quality days. He referred to the City staff's flowchart attached to the staff report
showing the commitments sought by the City. He explained the City will be asking the Board of Supervisors to adopt
a similar ordinance for the unincorporated areas within the Chico Sphere of Influence, so the requirements can be
implemented in a uniform manner. The District will be asked to implement and enforce the ordinance. The City will
seek a joint powers agreement with the County and the District. Councilmember Gruend stated the Council intends
to allow exemptions for clean burning manufactured logs, certified units, burning on Thanksgiving and Christmas and
allowances for power outages. Council will also consider a sunset date. Direction was given to the City Manager to
investigate funding resources to help replace old wood stoves with clean burning devices.

Chair Kirk asked staff for any comments. Jim Wagoner replied that staff is requesting direction from the Board. He
stated that the City staff will be looking to the District staff for their technical expertise during the ordinance process.
This may also involve working on draft inter-agency agreements such as a joint powers agreement that could be
brought to the Board at a future date. He stated that staff involvement will not commit the Board to participate in a
future joint powers agreement.

Chair Kirk opened this item for public comments.

Luke Anderson asked where the Board stands on supporting the ordinance. Will there be follow-through from the
Board members asking for the City ordinance?
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John Scott from Butte Valley stated that the Board should consider that clean air is not a liberal or conservative issue.

Robin Huffman spoke for the Butte Environmental Council to support clean air. She commented that the proposed
area of applicability is too small and really should include the whole county. She stated that the City’s proposed
ordinance will create a complicated action that is not necessary since the District has authority in this matter.

Donna Cook stated that the actual non-attainment area is larger than the proposed area of applicability.
Chair Kirk closed public comments.

Vice Mayor Johansson thanked Councilmember Gruend! and the City of Chico. He said we will get a better rule than
what the Board previously considered. He stated the ordinance should not cost Chico a dime.

1. as requested by the City of Chico, provide assistance as a technical resource during the ordinance
development process, and

2. preparation of relevant draft inter-agency agreements and related documents for future Board review.

11. Receive unanticipated civil settlement revenue and consider allocation

Jim Wagoner reported that the District recently entered into a settlement with Pacific Oroville Power to resolve a
series of violations. Board policy requires staff to present any civil settlement revenue exceeding $10,000 to the
Board for acceptance and allocation. Staff is recommending the Board accept and allocate the $12,000 settlement
per staff recommendations as presented in the Board report. Staff recommends $2,000 be allocated to the Public
Awareness account for public outreach on the Check Before You Light program. Staff recommends allocating
$10,000 to fund a woodstove and fireplace incentive program for the Oroville area. Staff will come back to the Board
at the February meeting with the details of the program for approval, along with a recommendation to match an
additional $10,000 from the District's restricted revenue account, making the incentive program totaling $20,000.
Staff will recommend the program commence March 1st.
