3.9 By consent, accept and file, status report on 2009-2010 Voluntary Check Before You Light program.

Jim Wagoner stated that the District wanted to report that there were three more Check Before You Light advisories
that have been issued since this report was prepared, making the total five. He further stated that there have been
seven exceedences of the federal standard in Chico and one in Gridley. He stated that most the days for this month
have been agricultural and residential no burn days. He stated that staff has been recording the Chico exceedences
on the daily script because the public has been asking why they cannot burn. He explained that the burn day status
is determined by averaging together the data from the 0 to six a.m. morning average in Chico and Gridley. He further
explained that depending what that number is, it drives the bumn day status for the whole county. He stated that it is
set by the Smoke Management Program through Title 17. He explained that the exceedences in Chico were from
residential wood combustion and the District is letting the public know why they cannot burn by putting the message
on the recorder.
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Supervisor Lambert stated that he had members of the public calling regarding the no burn day status and that he
was having a hard time trying to explain why there are no burn days when you look out and see blue skies and a
strong north wind.

Jim Wagoner stated that he would like to have the flexibility to revisit the burn day status based on changing
conditions, but the Smoke Management Program that the District has right now does not factor that in and that he
thinks that the District needs be able to do that.

Supervisor Connelly stated that the members of the public that called him were angry. He asked how do we change
the Smoke Management Plan so that locally the District can change the burn day determination if conditions warrant
it?

Jim Wagoner stated that it would be through the Basinwide Control Council (BCC) because it is a basinwide plan that
is implemented countywide.

Supervisor Lambert stated that as the District's BCC representative he would address it.

Supervisor Dolan stated that the District is responsible for the recording. She stated that if a member of the public
that calls in from Honcut and hears that it is a no burn day because of Chico, they will then call their Supervisors.

Jim Wagoner explained that it is recorded only when the no burn day status is clearly being driven by high levels in
Chico.

Supervisor Lambert stated that he did not think that it is the best idea and that many in the public view it as
retaliation.

Supervisor Dolan agreed and said the District should remove it.

Jim Wagoner stated that the public is asking why they cannot burn and the reason is because of the particulate
levels in Chico. He further stated that the District is just trying to provide information to the public as requested,
however he stated that he would revisit it.
