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5. Consider report on review and evaluation of potential modification to draft Rule 208, Mandatory Wood
Burning Curtailment Periods, including recommendations from the Chico City Council, fiscal
considerations and rule adoption authority.

Jim Wagoner, Air Pollution Control Officer and Gail Williams, Senior Air Quality Planner, reviewed draft new Rule 208
and discussed potential modifications, including Chico City Council recommendations.

Bob Cline, Duraflame, Inc., presented a letter to the Board requesting revisions to Rule 208 that included:

© Section 2.1 - Revise the trigger for Mandatory curtailments to 35 pg/me from the lower 25 jg/m? proposed by
the District staff.

° Section 4.1 — Modify the exemption from curtailment section to include the use of manufactured firelogs in
open heath fireplaces; in addition to exempting EPA Phase |l certified wood stoves.

° Duraflame supports the District's staff's proposal to increase public education and offers to assist with
funding cooperative TV commercials to promote the “Check before you Light" program and provide discount
or free product coupons to the public at information events and to curtailment day violators.

Luke Anderson, Chico Healthy Air Alliance, emphasized that much is being considered but that all need to remember
that this is a health issue and that PM2.5 exceedences are responsible for the approximately 17 average yearly

deaths in the Chico area alone. He stated that this Board is required to take the necessary action and each year that
it does not, approximately 17 more deaths occur. He stated that he is for the 25 pg/me standard or even to lower it
due to the serious health risks associated with PM2.5.

Mark Bass, Chico resident, stated that it is this Boards fiduciary responsibility and duty, as members of a regulatory
body that has the task of protecting the health of citizens, to execute that duty to the best of its ability. He expressed
that he hopes that the Board adopts a more stringent standard and feels it is an absolute necessity.

Supervisor Kirk requested that the boundaries of the sphere of influence be changed to Sycamore Drive.
After Board discussion a decision was reached to wait for consideration after public workshops.

6. Status report on draft amendments to Regulation Ill, Open Burning, to meet the Requirements of SB 656
and CARB audit.

Robert McLaughlin, Assistant Air Pollution Control Officer and Ursula Parker, Air Quality Compliance Specialist |,
presented information on potential amendments to Regulation 1.

Max Griffin, Berry Creek resident, stated that he is not in support of this regulation. He further stated that if this
regulation goes through it needs stay below 1,200 ft.

Luke Anderson, Chico Healthy Air Alliance, stated that he wants to make sure the composting is still being
considered.

Ursula Parker stated that the District is still working on it.

Supervisor Yamaguchi stated that he hopes that the Board will consider early extended burn hours that would be
within the parameters that the District is proposing.

Supervisor Connelly stated that he needs to have an exemption for the rural individuals due to fire safety issues and
the loggers need to burn slash.

Councilmember Gruend! requested if the Board can get information as to whether burn day status is available earlier
as stated by a member of the public.
