311 By consent, accept and file, status report on District permitting activities for the waste-gas to energy project at
the Neal Road Landfill.

Supervisor Yamaguchi stated that he is concerned with the definition of how emission reduction credits are used. He
stated that he hoped that the District rule could also include the public landfill that is a benefit to the entire county. He
explained that they have a great program that allows for reductions in GHG. He further explained that reductions in
GHG is where the county wants to go as a society and what has been mandated at the State level. He stated that he
hoped that these credits could be used in the county.

Supervisor Dolan asked if the District could bring forth rule amendments to include the public landfilt?

Jim Wagoner replied that it will be scheduled for the next meeting for further consideration and that the District has
received a written request from the project to amend the rule.
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Supervisor Dolan stated that it is actually a county project that is using a private contractor.

Jim Wagoner stated that the way the rule is written those credits are reserved for essential public service projects.
He stated that upon review both the District and legal counsel concur that the project doesn't qualify per regulations
as they presently are. He explained that there is a liability if the District doesn’t process according to the rule. He
stated that the amendments to the rule will be on next month's agenda for consideration.

Supervisor Kirk asked if there is a precedent in another landfill that has had has had a similar situation where they
have changed or enforced the rule?

5. Status Report on potential amendments to non-agricultural burning requirements including residential
open burning standards.

Ursula Parker, Air Quality Compliance Specialist 11, reviewed information on potential amendments to non-agricultural
burning requirements:

1. Establish year-round residential/dooryard burning burn hours.
. Establish drying times.
3. Prohibit burning of certain vegetative wastes which produce excessive smoke, such as pine
needles and leaves.
4. Require adequate clearance and attendance by a responsible adult during the burn.
5. Establishment of burn zones to better manage burning in the Magalia/Upper Ridge area.

Action Requested: Receive report and provide direction to staff as appropriate.
Motion: Staff develop regulatory language to implement the above standards and to request complimentary
rules in areas adjoining cities or towns with the exception of the cities of Gridley and Biggs since they are

exempt, however this Board requests that they consider these rules instead of just allowing open burning.
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Luke Anderson, Chico Healthy Air Alliance, stated that he was for these amendments and that he supports turning
waste material into something that benefits the community rather than polluting it.

John Innocenti, business owner and resident of Chico, stated that he fears that after he just paid and installs his new
EPA wood burning stove insert unit that cost $3,500, some governmental agency will notify him next winter that this

unit will not qualify as an approved unit. He requested that some sort of guidelines be created on units that will be
permissible and that the State of California, Butte County and the City of Chico not change the EPA standard.
