5. PUBLIC HEARING: Adoption of proposed new Rule 208, Mandatory Wood Burning Curtailment Periods.
ACTION REQUESTED: Following a Public Hearing, adopt new Rule 208 as proposed.

Gail Williams, Senior Air Quality Planner, presented information on new Rule 208.

PUBLIC HEARING: Opened at 10:25 a.m.

Mel Braskoff, Chico resident, stated that though he is in favor of the spirit of this regulation he has a serious problem
with the boundaries of the sphere of influence because it seems to be based on political, not population density or
geographic features. He stated that the sphere of influence needs to be readdressed because it is totally
inappropriate. He further stated that he believes that the Butte County Air Quality Management District has
engineers that are perfectly capable of establishing a sphere of influence specific to this regulation.

Cory Hamman, Chico resident and CEO for Clean Flame Fire Logs located in Oroville, stated that he is in favor of
more public education and that he is not in favor of a burn ban. He explained that Clean Flame fire logs are clean
burning and help with the land fill problem by recycling FDA approved cardboard boxes (approx. 5000 tons in 5
months). He stated that Clean Flame Logs have 36% less PM than a regular log and that Clean Flame employs
approximately 40 workers with green jobs. He explained that manufactured fire logs are not exempt in the regulation
and should be. He stated that he feels that this regulation will start in one small location and spread to the rest of the
county.

Supervisor Kirk stated that that is not the intent of this regulation. She further stated that it is the intent of this
regulation to reduce the PM 2.5 to an appropriate limit so that regulations will not be needed in the rest of the county.

Councilmember White stated that he wanted to make sure that it is clear that manufactured logs can be burned in a
compliant wood stove as defined by the ordinance.

Quetin Caulkin, Chico resident, stated that he feels there are two forces driving this regulation; money and fear. He
stated that this Board is afraid that Butte County will lose money if this regulation does not pass. He further stated
that the federal government must return to Butte County what it takes. He stated that the District's Civil Settlement
System that would be used as punishment violates individual rights according to the Constitution. He implored the
Board to make violations a criminal offense so that the people that this Board serves will be guaranteed their civil
rights when they decide to stand up to big government. He concluded by stating that only a judge has the right to
fine him and only after a jury of his peers tells him he can.

Tanisha Ender, DuraFlame Inc., requested that the trigger be revised on mandatory curtailments to 35 ug/m? instead
of the 25 ug/m? as proposed by staff because the federal standard is 35 ug/m* which had already been lowered from
65 ug/m®. She stated that no district uses 25 ug/m?®. She stated that DuraFlame would like to request that the
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
