What:

The District is hosting three public workshops to review and discuss New Rule 208 - Mandatory Wood Burning
Curtailment Periods. Residents, business owners and interested parties are encouraged to attend the workshops
to learn more about the potential changes, offer comments and ask questions.

Proposed New Rule 208 — Mandatory Wood Burning Curtailment Periods is being considered by the District’s
Governing Board to fulfill State and federal mandates. The purpose of Rule 208 is to make progress toward
attainment of federal and State respirable particulate matter (PM10) and fine particulate matter (PM2.5) health-
based standards. If adopted, during the months of November through February, new Rule 208 would prohibit the
use of non-EPA Phase Il certified wood stoves or fireplaces on poor air quality days within the Chico Sphere of
Influence area.

Exposure to PM2.5 & PM10 can
cause coughing, wheezing, and decreased lung function even in otherwise healthy children and adults.
