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4. COST AND SOCIOECONOMIC IMPACTS:

Pursuant to California HSC § 40728.5, whenever a District intends to propose the adoption,
amendment, or repeal of a rule or regulation that will significantly affect air quality or emissions
limitations, that agency shall, to the extent data are available, perform an assessment of the
socioeconomic impacts of the adoption, amendment, or repeal or the rule or regulation. Section
(d) of HSC § 40728.5 exempts districts with a population of less than 500,000 persons from
performing a socioeconomic impact analysis. However, the District provides the following
information.

The California HSC defines “socioeconomic impacts™ as meaning the following:
1. The type of industries or business, including small business, affected by the rule or
regulation;
2. The impact of the rule or regulation on employment and the economy of the region
affected by the adoption of the rule or regulation;
3. The range of probable costs, including costs to industry or business, including small
business, of the rule or regulation;
4. The availability and cost-effectiveness of alternatives to the rule or regulation beings
proposed or amended;
The emission reduction potential of the rule or regulation;
6. The necessity of adopting, amending, or repealing the rule or regulation to attain state and
federal ambient air standards pursuant to Chapter 10 (commencing with Section 40910).

The District does not expect cost or socioeconomic impacts for the modifications to the burn
permit fee rule (Rule 507), as the fee structure will not change. Cost and socioeconomic impacts
are not expected to apply to either of the agricultural and non-agricultural burn program
amendments in Rule 300. Cost and socioeconomic impacts are expected, however, due to the
modifications to the residential burning program amendments in Rule 300. These costs and
socioeconomic impacts are evaluated below.

Consumer Costs

California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Article 5, Section 17331, requires the removal of refuse
at least once per week. Three main waste collection providers provide refuse removal in the
county: Recology, who has contracts in unincorporated areas and within the city limits of
Oroville and Chico, Waste Management, who has contracts in unincorporated areas and within
the city limits of Chico, Biggs and Gridley, and Northern Recycling, who serves all other areas.
A fourth refuse provider, Country Roads Disposal, serves Berry Creek and Forbestown only.

Cost for trash removal ranges from approximately $12 to $30 per month, depending on the size
of the container used by the customer. Green waste pickup is available in some, but not all, areas
of the county; rural areas are less likely to be provided the service. Below is a breakdown of the
availability and cost by area:

The City of Chico offers curbside leaf pickup during the winter months; the leaf pickup service
ensures the City that piled leaves will not clog storm drains and cause flooding. Leaf pickup is
only provided to those areas within the city limits; private roads and roads in unincorporated
areas are not served.

Green waste drop-off facilities are available in Chico (North Valley Organic Recycling),
Paradise (Town of Paradise Vegetative Waste Yard), and Oroville (either the Pacific Oroville
Power facility or Recology facility). The Neal Road Landfill also accepts vegetative waste.
Fees for drop off of vegetative wastc avcrage $5 to $8 for a truckload (waste is generally
accepted for free at Pacific Oroville Power).
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
